The Crash of the Boston Electra

An intriguing and thoughtful investigation of New England’s first  
major air disaster, caused by a massive bird strike, a half-century ago

On a warm and golden afternoon on October 4, 1960, a Lockheed Electra jet 
turboprop carrying 72 passengers took off from Logan Airport. Seconds later, 
the plane slammed into a flock of 10,000 starlings, and abruptly plummeted into 
Winthrop Harbor. The collision took 62 lives and gave rise to the largest rescue 
mobilization in Boston’s history, which included civilians in addition to police, 
firefighters, skin divers, and Navy and Coast Guard air-sea rescue teams. Largely 
because of the quick action and good seamanship of Winthrop citizens, many 
of them boys in small boats, ten passengers survived what the Civil Aeronautics 
Board termed “a non-survivable crash.” 
	 Based on firsthand interviews with survivors of the crash, rescuers,  
divers, aeronautics experts, and ornithologists, as well as a wide range of 
primary source material, Kalafatas foregrounds the story of the crash and its 
aftermath to anchor a broader inquiry into developments in the aeronautics 
industry, the increase in the number of big birds in the skies of North America, 
and the increasing danger of bird strikes. Along the way he looks into interesting 
historical sidelights such as the creation of Logan Airport, the transformation 
of Boston’s industrial base to new technologies, and the nature of journalistic 
investigations in the early 1960s. The book is a rare instance when an author can 
simultaneously write about a fascinating historical event and a clear and present 
danger today. Kalafatas calls for and itemizes solutions that protect both birds 
and the traveling public.

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Changing the Culture of Academic Medicine
Perspectives of Women Faculty
linda h. pololi

A penetrating and personal look at a major problem in our nation’s 
medical schools affecting how doctoring is taught and how medicine is 
practiced

Over the past 25 years, steadily increasing numbers of women have 
graduated as physicians, in sufficient numbers to be well represented in 
senior and leadership positions in the nation’s academic medical centers. Yet 
women’s expected advancement has stalled. Women rarely hold decision-
making positions, and female department chairs or deans continue to be 
exceedingly rare.
	 Why is this the case?
	 Pololi’s study, based on extensive interviews, illuminates medical school 
culture and shows a sharp disconnect between the values of individual 
faculty members and the values of academic medicine institutions.  
Pololi looks closely at women medical faculty’s experiences as outsiders in 
medicine, opening a window into medical culture. She argues that placing 
more women and people of color in leadership positions would provide 
transformative and more effective leadership to improve health care and 
would help address current inequities in the health care provided to different 
racial and cultural groups.

linda h. pololi has served in professorial and administrative posts in the 
schools of medicine at the University of Illinois at Chicago, Brown  
University, East Carolina University, and the University of Massachusetts, 
and in numerous educational advisory groups, including the National  
Center of Leadership in Academic Medicine (ECU), of which she was the 
founding director, and the National Initiative on Gender, Culture and  
Leadership in Medicine (Brandeis University).

The Universal Declaration of Human Rights, adopted by the United 
Nations in 1948, recognizes the individual’s right  “to a standard of living 
adequate for the health and well-being of himself and of his family, 
including food, clothing, housing, and medical care.” More than 60 years 
later, despite the rapid advancement of science and technology and the 
proliferation of humanitarian efforts, inadequate nutrition remains a 
major health and social problem worldwide. Food insecurity—chronic 
malnutrition, persistent hunger, even starvation—still afflicts more than 
one in seven of the world’s people. 
	 As Butterly and Shepherd show, hunger is not the result of inadequate 
resources and technologies; rather, its cause is a lack of political will to 
ensure that all people have access to the food to which they are entitled—
food distributed safely, fairly, and equitably.
	 Using a cross-disciplinary approach rooted in both medicine and 
social science to address this crucial issue, the authors provide in-depth 
coverage of the biology of human nutrition; malnutrition and associated 
health-related factors; political theories of inadequate nutrition and 
famine; historical-political behaviors that have led to famine in the past; 
and the current political behaviors that cause hunger and malnutrition to 
remain a major health problem today. 

john r. butterly is an associate professor of medicine at Dartmouth 
Medical School and the Dartmouth Institute of Health Policy and Clinical 
Practice, and the executive medical director of Dartmouth-Hitchcock 
Medical Center. jack shepherd, a professor of environmental studies at 
Dartmouth College, has worked in sub-Saharan Africa since 1968.

A celebration of posters from Dartmouth’s famed Winter Carnival 

Avidly collected and fetching high prices at auction, the Dartmouth Winter 
Carnival poster is a treasured and tangible artifact of one of the College’s 
most cherished traditions. Here, presented for the first time, is Dartmouth 
College Library’s definitive collection of Winter Carnival posters from 1911 
to 2010, celebrating Dartmouth’s seasonal bacchanal, sports fest, and social 
daze. In addition to their merit as markers of changing taste in graphic arts, 
the posters offer a fascinating glimpse into a century of intense cultural and 
institutional development. As a sustained collection the posters are nearly 
unrivaled, to the envy of ephemera collectors. Everything is here, from the 
high-end, design-informed style of the early years to the pop-culture and 
annual-theme inspired posters of more recent years. A constant element is 
the effervescence of those Dartmouth days, tinged with the glow of nostalgia: 
youth, energy, sex, sports, camaraderie, and dragons.
	 This colorful and memory-evoking volume also includes a catalogue 
raisonné giving poster dimensions, artists’ names, and other relevant 
information; charming artistic ephemera (dance cards and programs) from 
the missing (posterless?) years of 1912 to 1934; and rare photos of the poster 
selection process. In addition, the book includes an illustrated essay retelling 
the story of Budd Schulberg and F. Scott Fitzgerald’s notorious trip to Winter 
Carnival; an essay about the art of the posters by noted graphic arts scholar 
Steven Heller; and a poignant piece by alumna and cultural observer Gina 
Barreca (class of ’79) remembering the posters and the Winter Carnival 
experience from a student’s point of view. This is a wonderful book for 
alumni, collectors of posters and ski posters, and anyone who has ever been 
touched by the magic of Winter Carnival.

Fascinating revisionist history of Jewish life in Tel Aviv in the Mandate era

Practical Zionism in the Mandate era (1920–1948) is usually associated with 
the agricultural settlements (kibbutzim), the organized Socialist workers, and 
the creation of a formal high culture. This book fills a gap in historical research 
by presenting a different type of practical Zionism in Jewish Palestine—
urban, middle-class, and created by popular and informal daily practices. 
While research on Tel Aviv has so far been confined to “positivist” historical 
description or focused nostalgically on local myths, Helman’s book reconstructs 
and analyzes the city’s formative decades on various levels, juxtaposing 
historical reality with cultural images and ideological doctrines. Topics include 
the city’s physical portrait, major public events, consumer culture, patterns of 
leisure and entertainment, and urban subcultures.

anat helman is a lecturer in the Department of Jewish History and in the 
Contemporary Jewry and Cultural Studies Program at Hebrew University.

Despite radical changes brought about by expulsion of 
Jews, wartime devastation, social advancement, cultural and religious renewal, 
and the Jewish community’s destruction during the Holocaust, the Jewish sites 
of Worms display a remarkable degree of continuity, which has contributed to 
the development of distinct urban Jewish cultures, memories, and identities.
	 Tracing the recollection and invention of local Jewish historical traditions 
in religious commemorations, historical writings, museums, and historical 
monuments, and the transformation from “sites” to “sights” in the form of 
tourism from the Middle Ages to the present, Roemer’s rich study of Worms 
offers a blueprint for historians interested in developing similar studies of  
cities over the longue durée.

	 The authors of these essays use the lens of domestic life to illuminate 
the diversity of the post-Inquisition Sephardic Jewish experience, enabling 
readers to enter into little-known and little-studied Jewish historical 
episodes.
